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Malcolm Granville of Chesapeake Beach, known as “Mal” to family
and friends, is General Manager of Calvert Trash Systems. Every
day, he’s surrounded by garbage, tons of it.

He and Kathy Flood decided that when they were married, they
would waste not and want not.

Here’s how they kept that vow.

First, they chose eco-lifestyle resort Herrington on the Bay as the
site for their reception.
